· promotes apprenticeship and trade certification as a means to a successful and productive career
· promotes equity, diversity, and inclusion in the skilled trades and works to support and include apprentices from under-represented groups (e.g. gender and sexual minorities, Indigenous people, racial minorities, newcomers, and people with disabilities)
· demonstrates innovative approaches in apprenticeship and certification program development
· demonstrates commitment to the mandate and objectives of the CCDA and their member jurisdiction
· participates in collaborative activities that improve apprenticeship systems across Canada
