Summer INTERNATIONAL LANGUAGE Programs
Summer International Language Programs provide an opportunity for students in Elementary School to develop and/or maintain the ability to 
speak, listen, read and write in a new language or the language of their heritage.  

Program runs July 4 to 28, 2023
